A Gulf Port

The idea of a port on the
Mississippi Gulf began in 1871, as a
logical connection to the existing
rail hub an hour north of Gulfport.
When the U.S. government was
unwilling to dredge the natural
channel, Captain Joseph Jones
purchased the "Cape Charles," an
old steam boat, and installed
pumping machinery in 1897 to
dredge it himself.

Dredging was completed, and
in 1902, the Trojan was the first
cargo vessel to navigate the
new shipping channel and dock
at the Port of Gulfport
